Passengers who so desire may arrange to have their 
motor vehicles conveyed over the Central Australia 
Railway, to and from Alice Springs, 

At least seven (7) days notice should be given to any 
one of the undermentioned officials of desire to rail 
motor vehicles :-

In special circumstances, consideration will be given 
to the acceptance of vehicles within the period of seven 
days mentioned above. 

The usual procedure for railing motor vehicles over 
the Central Australia Railway is for passengers to drive 
to or from Port Augusta (approximately 200 miles 
fro111 Adelaide), although cars will also be accepted for 
conveyance between Marree and Alice Springs 

Cars are required for loading at Port Augusta before 
9 a.m. on the day of travel, or at Marree at 4 p.m. on 
the day of travel, and are available at Alice Springs 
on the day of arrival. 

In the southbound direction, cars are required for 
loading at Alice Springs, before 1 p.m. on the day 
preceding the day of travel, and are available at either 
Marree or Port Augusta on the day of arrival. 

There is no limit on the amount of petrol which 
may be left in the tank of a passenger's motor vehicle 
for conveyance over the Central Australia Railway. 

Passengers are permitted to leave a reasonable amount 
of luggage in vehicles whilst in transit. It should, of course, 
be noted that any luggage left in a vehicle would be 
conveyed under Owner's Risk conditions of carriage.
